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BUDGET AND FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT  
TO THE CONGREGATION 

 
Because of the current budget deficit, I have been asked 

by the Session to report to you on our financial status. 
 

At the end of August; as reported in the Church Bulletin 
last Sunday, September 9th, our giving is about $13,000 
below the amount required to balance the 2007 budget.  Let 
me say, it is not unusual for this church or many other 
churches to be slightly behind in their giving at the end of 
the summer vacation season. We are, however, not slightly 
behind but significantly behind and we seek your help in 
addressing this problem. 
 

It may be of interest to know that the 2007 budget was 
formulated on paying the pastor $60,000. This amount is 
less than $2,000 above the current minimum salary required 
by Presbytery. Therefore, if we call a minister with 
experience, as I believe this congregation wants, we will 
have to increase next year’s budget.  The PNC will also 
incur additional expenses as they search for a new pastor. 
 

The above-mentioned expenses, coupled with current 
unmet needs, strongly suggest that we need a budget 
surplus, not a deficit, as we enter the next fiscal year. 
 

Therefore, on behalf of the Session, I ask each of you to 
prayerfully consider increasing your level of giving to help 
erase this budget deficit.
